He is artistic director of Rebudal Dance Group that recently completed a season at the Joyce Soho Theater in New York. They have also performed at Lincoln Center’s Bruno Walter Auditorium, the American Museum of Natural History, the Cultural Center of the Philippines in Manila, the 1998 International Dance Festival in Connecticut and the Dance Place in Washington D.C.
